	The regatta committee will have regard to weather/water conditions and will postpone or cancel any event where safety of individual may be compromised.

	Communication of Information


	Regatta officials will use two-way radio systems to communicate with key personnel. Mobile phones may be used to supplement communication. The public address system may also be used for general safety address to the public or competitors.

The safety plan and course map will be distributed in advance to all clubs participating in the regatta. All crews must obey the instructions of officials
