LIMERICK REGATTA SAFETY STATEMENT

2010

POLICY
It is the policy of Limerick Regatta to implement the water safety and awareness guidelines set out in Rowing Ireland Water Safety Code 2006/2007, which is available on the Rowing Ireland Website.

It is expected that all competitors will have been made aware of these guidelines by their respective clubs prior to Limerick Regatta

AIMS

Limerick Regatta Committee aim to ensure the following

1. All rowing in this Regatta is conducted in accordance with the safety rules and guidelines.

2. All clubs and crews have the responsibility that their boats and equipment are river-worthy prior to embarkation onto the regatta course. All participating clubs are made aware of the safety rules and instructions specific to this event by reading this document.

3. Safety rules and instructions, both general and specific to the event, are adhered to at all times by the participants.

METHOD

1. Limerick Regatta will ensure that, as far as is reasonably practical, hazards are identified, eliminated or controlled.

2. A fully equipped and manned rescue launch will be on alert at the course throughout the duration of the regatta. 

3. Experienced race marshals will be in attendance, and may prevent crews from taking part in the Regatta if they consider them a risk to themselves, or other competitors or equipment. 

4.
An ambulance will be in attendance with trained personnel in First Aid.

RESPONSIBILITIES

It is the responsibility of each participating club to ensure that all their crews are competent and adequately prepared to take part in the grade for which they are entered.

. All rowers must comply with Rowing Ireland safety regulations by ensuring that ;           

.     a     Bowballs are of the correct type and securely fitted.                       

.     b     Heel restraints are properly set.

.     c     Steering mechanisms and cox boxes are in working order   

.     d     Coxes wear suitable buoyancy aids (it is advisable that the type                                                                     

.             worn does not impede escape from a submerged boat)

.     e     The Rowing Ireland criterion with regard to swimming ability is complied with.


ENTERING AND LEAVING THE REGATTA COURSE

a. All boats entering the water from the regatta field must do so from the right side of the regatta slipway and approach the course start on the right hand bank of the river as one faces the course start form the regatta field. 

b. Boats approaching the course start must keep clear of the regatta lanes at all times.

c. Upon finishing a race each boat must row beyond the regatta slipway away from the course finish.  The boat should not be turned until it is past the slipway and then approach the slipway with the intention of docking at the far end of the slipway from the course finish.

d. All individuals and crews on the slipway or approaching or leaving the slipway on land or way must follow instructions from the slip stewards when given in the interest of their own safety.
