Trinity Regatta 2010
Rules of Racing

1. The Regatta will be run under the rules of Rowing Ireland

2. All entries must be made using the tracker facility.

3. All entry forms should include the full names and competition numbers of each competitor. All entries for each event must include competitor’s registration numbers, otherwise entries must be refused by order of the IARU.

4. The appropriate fee must accompany entries and all cheques should be made payable to Dublin University Boat Club Regatta Account. The entry fee includes the regatta licence.

5. No competitor may enter more than two events.

6. In order to restrict the length of the racing programme, the Regatta Committee reserves the right to limit some events to those in which four or less crews/scullers enter.

7. Entries will close at 7.00pm, Wednesday, 19th of May 2010 and the draw will take place in 16.2.2 Trinity College, Club Rooms, at 8.00p.m. on the same evening.
8. A copy of the draw will be sent to all participating clubs.

9. The Regatta Committee reserves the right to make any alterations it deems necessary to the programme of events and its decision shall be final.

10. Crews must obey the directions of umpires and regatta officials at all times.

11. The marker buoys form an integral part of the course dividing the river into the two stations.

12. The University of Dublin, Trinity College, the Trinity Regatta Committee and the Dublin University Boat Club accept no liability for any injury or damage to persons or property howsoever arising during the course of the regatta or otherwise. Every competitor or his/her parent/guardian or club representative shall ensure that his/her person and equipment are properly insured before attending the regatta.

13. All coxes must wear life jackets. This will be enforced on the day.

14. Trinity Regatta is assigned semi status by Domestic Events Committee of the IARU.

Trinity Regatta – WATER SAFETY CODE
 
Policy:
It is the policy of the Trinity Regatta Committee to encourage water safety awareness during the event.
 
Responsibility:
In accordance with the current guidelines it is the responsibility of each participating Club Committee to ensure the safety of their members while participating. References include The Department of the Marine and Natural Resources, The National Safety Council, The Irish Sailing Association and The Irish Amateur Rowing Union.
 
Intent:
It is the intention of the Organising Committee to implement its own policy and to provide example to participating Clubs by creating a positive Safety Environment during the event.
 
Method:
Safety awareness will be promoted by
1.     Informing Club Secretaries of the event rules in advance.
2.     Slip marshals ensuring crews check their boat safety features.
3.     Appointing Safety Marshals as required.
4.     Providing Rescue Launch Ribs from the Naval Service Civil Defence.
 
Marshals
Marshals are requested to assist voluntarily in the safe running of the event by
1.     Providing a presence on the river
2.     Marshalling crews to the start in a prompt and orderly manner and return to slipping area when finished
3.     Giving information to the other river users
4.     Assisting crews in the event of equipment failure, collision or an accident
 
Marshals are concerned with encouraging the Safety of
1.     Themselves
2.     Competitors
3.     Event Organisers
4.     Other River users
 
Rescue Launches Safety Code/Boat Accident Recovery Procedure.
1.     Approach the recover location from down wind when possible.
2.     Inform other marshals on the area and the Safety Advisor immediately so that onshore services can be altered.
3.     Secure the recovery craft to the bow or stern of the boat requiring assistance.
4.     Stop the engine before giving further assistance due to danger from the propeller.
5.     Recover persons in the water over the stern if the boat only.
6.     After recovery move persons needing assistance to the nearest of the following locations.
Ø  Trinity Boat House Slip
Ø  UCD Boat House Slip        
Ø  Commercial Boat House Slip
Ø  Neptune Boat House Slip
Ø  Garda Boat House Slip
Inform the Safety Advisor of the location used.
 
Stake Boat Safety Code:
1.     Ensure that each person on the stake boat wears a life jacket or buoyancy aid.
2.     Only one (1) person on the stake boat.
3.     Horseplay on stake boats is forbidden.
 
The safety of competitors, event organisers, spectators and other river users is the priority activity.  Unless abandoned boats or equipment represent a hazard to others their recover should be left until after the event when the river traffic has eased.
 
Summary:
Encouraging Water Safety during the Regatta is an ongoing activity.  It is an essential element of all decisions made in the organising of the event.  Compliance with the code is a condition of entry and the code will be reviewed annually.
